fi eld corn
• Considered a grain
• 7 to 10 feet tall
• Hard, dry kernels
• Used as livestock 

feed, manufacturing 
material, ethanol and 
grocery items

• Also known as 
“dent corn”

• 1% of South Dakota’s corn crop 
is sweet corn

• Considered a vegetable
• 5 to 8 feet tall

• Sweet, tender kernels
• Grown for eating fresh off  the 

cob, canned or frozen
•  Also known as “candy corn”
